Rose Garden Centennial Celebration 
The Lyndale Park Rose Garden celebrates 
it s 100th birthday with a public festival on 
Sunday, July 27, f rom 11 am - 8:30 pm. 
Act ivit ies include garden tours, vendors 
serving turn-of-the-century-style food and 
music of  the era.  The garden is locat ed on 
the east side of  Lake Harriet  at  4124 
Roseway Road. The Rose Garden is t he second oldest public 
rose garden in t he U.S. and showcases 3,000 plants in 100 
dif ferent  variet ies. It  was designed by Theodore Wirt h,  
superintendent  of  the Minneapolis Park and Recreat ion Board 
(MPRB) f rom 1906 to 1935, who was known around the 
count ry for his achievement  in rose culture and as the fat her 
of  public rose gardens. His son, Conrad, went  on to develop 
the White House Rose Garden.
