
 This is the time of year most of 
us have reflected on the past year 
and now are looking forward to the 
year ahead. As with our individual 
lives, the year ahead has a mix of 
fun and challenging events for our 

neighborhood. There will also be those events 
that become significant that we never expected 
no matter what amount of planning we have 
done.

During the last two months, the East Harriet 
Neighborhood Association (EHFNA) Board of 
directors has been working out its planning for 
2007. The Board identified overall 2007 goals 
and each committee created specific plans 
for the coming year based on the EHFNA goals 
and the Neighborhood Revitalization Program 
(NRP) Action Plan residents helped define. A 
partial list of the highlights include Rosefest, 
a neighborhood spring “Clean Sweep”,home 
garden tour, continued growth of block clubs, 
another year of the highly successful Barton 
BEAT! program, educational programming on 

“green” remodeling and historic preservation of 
our housing stock and the continuation of the 
revolving home improvement loan program.

EHFNA will also be focusing its energy on specific 
challenges facing our neighborhood. The Board 
recently passed a resolution for the creation of 
a Task Force to help residents address livability 
issues around the Walker Methodist facility. The 
goal of this Task Force will be to create reliable 
and timely communication between residents 
and Walker Methodist administration so that 
issues of concern can be both resolved as well as 
prevented.

EHFNA will continue to work with the Kingfield 
Neighborhood Association in supporting the 40 & 
Lyndale Task Force as it works with the Mayor’s 
Great City Design Team program to create a land 
use proposal for the 40th Street and Lyndale 
Avenue business node. The Task Force was one of 
five projects out of 21 applicants to be selected 
to participate in this program. Additional details 
can be found on the East Harriet website.

Your neighborhood association will also be 
working with the County and City in facilitating 
communication during the reconstruction of 
Lyndale Avenue from four traffic lanes to two 
traffic lanes. The construction is planned to 
begin in the summer of 2007. While the outcome 
of the reconstruction will be a more pedestrian 
friendly and “neighborhood” avenue, it will 
be important to keep on top of the issues 
surrounding the construction such as traffic spill 
over on to Aldrich and Bryant, access to homes 
and churches on Lyndale and the respectful 
treatment of boulevard trees.

I’m looking forward to all of these 2007 
activities. I hope you will join me and your 
fellow neighbors who serve on the Board in 
participating with us as we continue to make 
East Harriet a better place to live, work and 
play!
